RE: MOBILE TELECOMMUNICATION SYSTEM OPERATOR INSTALLATIONS

We are instructed by members of the local community to make this representation on their behalf, and that of their families. Our Members live in close proximity to the site of the above telecommunication installation which we understand is sited on land in your control and/or ownership.

Our Members, wish to express their concerns to you over the detrimental impact they believe the installation and/or equipment is having on the health of themselves and other occupants of the community as well as on their properties. We are aware that operators have held some meetings with some communities and listened to the concerns of those communities, but have refused to accept that the presence and/or operation of the installation and/or equipment was in any way responsible for these concerns (both real and perceived), and further that neither the operator or you are prepared to take action.

The Church clearly has a moral obligation to protect their parishioners, however this does not detract from the obligation as landowners to take all reasonable measures to prevent harm to others from activities that take place on their property. The knowledge that harm can be caused to the health of the local community, in particular children from this type of development has by this letter clearly been outlined, and therefore the continued use of your property is potentially putting at risk the finance, and therefore the ability of your churches continued existence into doubt.

To summarise those concerns of our Members and others in the community which include (but are not limited to):

1. cancerous afflictions including leukaemia, brain tumours, breast cancer, cervical cancer, and pre-cancerous tumours;

2. brain-degenerative diseases (e.g. Alzheimer's) and epilepsy;

3. unexplained severe skin rashes;

4. unexplained low white blood cell counts;

5. hormonal deficiencies and early menopause;

6. extreme fluctuations in blood pressure;

7. heart attacks including heart rhythm disorders, and strokes;

8. susceptibility to infection;

9. numerous instances of headaches, migraines, dizziness, inner agitation, chronic exhaustion, faintness, tingling sensations, electric shocks, tinitus, behavioural disorders (e.g. attention deficit disorder, ADD) lack of concentration and sleep disturbance;

10. Nervous and connective tissue pains;

11. disruption to family life;

12. devaluation of property.

Although our Members may not have each and everyone of them have suffered the same or similar adverse effects, individuals, as well as the community at large have suffered some or all of these symptoms and conditions.

Individual members of the community have repeatedly drawn to your attention worldwide research linking the pulsing of masts such as yours to the disruption of sleep patterns, causing the breakdown of the melatonin process and subsequent immune problems leading to the inability to fight pre-cancer cells.

Several post Stewart, Scientific reports strongly reinforce this hypothesis, in particular:

· Saltzberg Resolution 2000;

· Catania Resolution 2002;

· Trower Report 2002;

· Dr Helen Irvines studies Glasgow Health Board 2002

· Dr Gerald Hylands Report 2002;

· Research Baconnier Lang et al October 2002 (Israel Department of Chemical Engineering Negev);

· Freiburger Appeal October 2002.

Two independent reports have been carried out By Alasdair Philips of PowerWatch and Roger Coghill of Coghill Laboratories the authors of those reports have described a "Piggy Back" effect whereby the wrong siting of your mast gives the microwaves opportunity to ride on radio waves in direct line and penetrate deeper into body cells. The Coghill report recommends that the mast is urgently moved at least 500 metres from inhabited property and that a therapeutic mode is attached to the equipment to reduce the risk of further related ill health due to the non-thermal effects of pulsed microwave radiation. Copies of all the above reports can be provided to you if required at the appropriate fee set by the authors of the relevant reports.

Mast Sanity has noted that in a newspaper report of 11th October 2002 the National Community Relations Manager of Crown Castle International, Peter Wingate-Saul said that he was aware of research about melatonin and other theories linked to health, but that it was not his company's job to decide what is and is not safe over perceived health risks.

Our Members are no longer prepared to remain inactive and allow the health of themselves and their families to be threatened in the interests of financial gain and as negotiation have proved unsuccessful we are now advising them on their options, including the option of seeking legal advise as to the consequences of any adverse effect that may be suffered as a direct, or indirect result of the above installation and its operation.

Our Members therefore wish to put you on notice, that at such time that these links between the installation and/or equipment and anyone of a subset of the above listed adverse effects on the health, well-being or amenity of the local community and/or members of the public are firmly established, you will be held responsible for the damage, howsoever caused, whether that be to health, amenity, devaluation of property (or any other unspecified but quantifiable effect) and compensation will be duly sought. Henceforth, we will deem you to have full knowledge of the effects of the above installation and/or equipment are having on the local population and your future actions will have to be judged in the light of that knowledge.
